for Lifetime Achievement

Pierre SOULAGES, France

Pierre SOULAGES (b. 1919 Rodez, France) is internationally prominent artist of both
Art Informel and Abstract Expressionism. Because of his monochrome lifelong series
Outrenoir he has been known as “the painter of black and light”. Literally translating as
“beyond black,” Outrenoir opens onto a new realm that transcends purely gestural and
monochromatic abstraction. Systematically applied in thick layers on canvas, black paint
is meticulously scraped, striated and overall sculpted to create smooth or rough areas
reflecting light in various ways.

Pierre SOULAGES

Parallel to the paintings on the canvas, there are works of Soulages
painted on paper that have their own development and which,
through the same development, require special study.

We say pictures on paper because, in fact, it is not about
drawings, although sometimes, referring to them, we could talk
about drawings. Prejudice in the West is for the drawings to be
considered the few graphic works that are created on paper.
Where there is a line and in addition, if the material is paper - it is
then a drawing. In such a case, the Chinese and Japanese painting
would be reduced to something insignificant and almost the
entire art of the Far East would be considered a drawing. We even
witness that strange alienation, when a work of art made on paper
and considered a drawing, if it is framed, suddenly becomes a
picture, or if the paper is glued to a canvas that is stretched on a
frame. A miracle of the vision, of the false vision.

The refusal of any art fraud is one of the characteristics of the art
of Soulage. It refers to his pictures on paper, as well as to his other
works of art. He does not deceive. Pictures on paper are pictures
on paper. There is no need for discussion. The very fact lies before
us. And as for him, | understand that the term drawing bothers
him. The drawing represents a line, in other words, something
that is thin (although there are thick lines), linear, something that
is applied delicately, or drawn, with contours, with hachures. In
short, it is quite contrary to the temperament of Soulage.

The drawing represents a trace of a hard object, pastel, coal
or pencil, on paper, while Soulage uses, for what some have
called his «drawings,» big brushes and colors, sometimes oily,
sometimes gouache.

Soulages, in fact, had the courage to start painting lines, but great
tarlike lines. So wide, so powerful that when people talk about
them, they call them beams. We are so accustomed to see lines on
paperthat resemble straws. In context of these lines, | understand,
when writing the word «line» that a stronger, broader word is
needed. A line is defined in dictionaries as «the line of a drawing
that is non-shaded.” In the pictures of Soulages on paper, there
is neither shadow nor perspective, but there are also no lines,
especially no lines as such. In the true sense of the word, here it
is more about stripes... For these lines (or these stripes), Soulages
used unusual colors: walnut shells, printing ink, tar, brute materials
that intensified the harsh, direct nature of his paintings. The trace
of the brush with its surface qualities, with its width, represents
the painted form. Sometimes, especially in the works executed
1947, «the stripes» are unique on white paper, functioning with
their own artistic rhythm. Sometimes they are imposed on the
surface only to stem the base. It is never the graphics that carries
off or triggers, but a unity of moves in a single form, sometimes
dynamic, sometimes static.

Oscillating between the static and the dynamic is a constant in
the work of Soulages. At the same time, there is a need to find
grounding in difficult, well-balanced forms, where his love for
Roman art and the well-attached architecture of the ground can
be found, and the need to leave oneself to the drives.

Then it seems that he destroys his so well built constructions, that
everything becomes questionable. We can see real cataclysms
in his forms, which break down, then take off, and finally start to
intertwine as such.

It should be noted that in this art dynamism, the movement
never happens. Alternatively, it is a retained movement, more
like tension. It is a strained bow whose arrow has not been shot.
Soulages shows these art characteristics back in 1947, in his first
abstract pictures on paper. That is why | attach such importance
to these works. They hint everything that the painting of Soulages
would represent.

Neither impressionist nor cubist, playing mainly with two
elements: space and light, since from the beginning they show
a gestural side with rough means. Moreover, this gestural side
has led some critics to classify the work of Soulages as «action
painting.” «Action painting» is primarily an art movement; on
the other hand, in the body of work of Soulages, although there
is a gesture as such, what is above all important is the painting
result of this gesture. These painted traces|lines are important
primarily because of their specific qualities, their substance, their
color, their relations with the base - in other words, because of
their painting qualities as such. Although they can seem to be
connected with «action painting,” they are more and, above all,
concrete painting as executed by the artist. As we know, «action
painting» is very often also deliberately anti-painting and stems
as much from dadaism as the abstract art itself. It is the painting
of the unconscious, a kind of automatic painting executed by
the painters. Such conception of the artwork is very far from
the interest pursued by Soulages. The vigor in the painting of
Soulages - we would underline again - is an artistic product of the
inner tension of the forms. Not of the movement of the hand of
the artist. Not of the artistic gesture.

Now let us follow the evolution of these paintings on paper. In
1947 when Soulages appeared for the first time at the French
art event called Salon des Surindépendants («Salon of the Over-
independents») with his big dark pictures, | remember the shock
that was caused by these pictures on paper, spread on the floor
of his art studio. There were also pictures painted with a shell of
walnut and oil paintings. The shell of walnut emanated a feeling
of living matter, of old wood, and even of a rusty iron. The lines
were very wide (Soulages never used brushes or tools that create
a thin line). In these lines, there was no «figure» movement, as
in «action painting» where the brush stroke marks the direction
of movement. But clustered in a form that is read at once, the
brush strokes gave birth to a single sign. Soulages had accepted
the gestural experience by use of much graphic charcoal before
he settled into his studio on Schoelcher Street, when he still lived
in Courbevoie early in the same year, just arrived from Rodez.
However, what bothered him in the outcome of the use of such
coal was that the movement somehow extended the line, albeit
in a different way, into the figurative anecdote. «Through the
flexion of the line, Soulages tells me, its ups and its downs, it
seems that we need to find the mental state of the painter - if the
line trembles, it means the painter trembled from emotion, and
here we are already immersed in the romantic secrets.»

The pictures on paper of Soulages from this time show especially
wide black or brown «stripes» (brown from the shell of the
walnut) that are convoluted in tense signs. But, one can see
a very interesting little artwork where the shell of the walnut
captures the paper. The forms are scratched on the painted
surface. Small white «<windows» (paper whiteness) illuminate the
painted surface. One such conception of the «picture» appeared
in some canvas paintings of Soulages in 1953, especially the
painting owned by the Rio de Janeiro Museum. In fact, one of the
characteristics of his pictures on paper is their role as precursors
to the future development of his artistic painting as such.

In 1948, the brush strokes were less separated. The pictures become
less gestural and, therefore, the forms become more invasive.

The surface is more pictorial. The pictures on paper dating from
1947 still had a graphic character, while those from 1948 are really
treated as paintings, with the values of the tones, and with the
«holes» of light contrasting the massive shadows that illuminate
the surface. An interesting little picture made with a nutshell, very
simple, represents a real «tachism» before its time.

In the same year, the organizers of a traveling art exhibition
featuring the Paris School through German cities chose a picture
on paper of Soulages to reproduce it on the promotion poster.
This exhibition, one of the first of the abstract art in Germany
after the war, left deep impact among the general public. And the
lesson from the very dynamic black-and-white picture of Soulages
reproduced on the poster was remembered by some artists.

In 1949, Soulages used frequently a knife instead of a brush. Since
then, the paint was smashed on paper, and was no longer applied
as such. Smashed, and sometimes uprooted or removed. Forms
are doubled in counter-forms. The whiteness of the paper plays
the increasingly striking role of color. The basics are modulated
by contrast. The artist sees the reaction of the base by what is
applied to it. Bright forms appear behind black shades. So the
role of light becomes important. A series of inks from China
unexpectedly attaches to his painting interests.

In 1950 and 1951, his oil-on-paper pictures were quite related to his
experience as a painter of oil-on-canvas pictures. They are, in fact,
sometimes the point of departure for the monumental paintings on
canvas (without ever representing|being sketches). One should note
a return by the artist to a very large format of his pictures on paper
(75 x 106 cm). But, the forms of these pictures are more open than
those dating from 1947-1948.

An important event for the evolution of his pictures on paper is
the appearance of color in 1950. Until then, the pictures on paper
were always black on white or a walnut shell. Now blue and brown
shades appear.

Although, as we have seen, the pictures on paper made by Soulages
were often the precursors of his paintings on the canvas; in the 1950-
1960 period, a reverse artistic phenomenon occurs. His pictures
on paper deal with questions|find the interest that existed in his
paintings on canvas in 1946, that is, his first monumental abstract
paintings. In 1946, Soulages felt already that painting is essentially
not just «applying» painting on the canvas, but also a «uprooting» of
the color from the painting as such. His 1946 paintings are designed
with this dual artistic technique. A scratched line engraved in color
is opposed to the construction of the picture with black, gray, and
brown tonalities.

In his paintings on paper dating from the 1959-1960 period, the paint
is simultaneously applied and removed or «uprooted,” while the tool
that serves him for applying the paint is the same as serving him for
the paint removal, going from the fullest opacity to the most subtle
translucency in the same direction, in the same stroke.

It may seem paradoxical to talk about colors in relation to the pictures
on paper of Soulages, which, at first glance, look black or brown.
But, when we notice the way Soulages illuminates a base through
space that he left among the painted surfaces, a very impression of
coloration is created in addition to some lights. It is a phenomenon
that is analogous to that of the color of lithographs of Daumier.

The art of Soulages puts simultaneously an emphasis on space
and light as such. These colored spaces that are simultaneously
applied and moved out or uprooted, are among his very artistic
features to be singled out. Through these technical specifics,
personal art poetry is born.

Although there are painters, who, according to tradition, act
through separate modifications of the contours of shapes,
drawings, colors, and material to reach a coherent unity, such
artistic way of thinking seems to be completely alien to Soulages.

For him, the «painted trace,” with its width, its surface, its
contour, that is, with its smudges or with its strictness (precision,
determination), is itself and immediately a unity of the specifically
related shape|color|matter. And this is exactly about a completely
different way of artistic thinking, a completely different
understanding of the picture as such. Let us get it right.

When a painter wants to paint a red square, he usually draws a
square by a red pencil, and then fills that square with a red color.
Soulages, on the other hand, uses a tool that allows him to make
ared square in a single move.

Soulages has always been more sensitive to certain natural forms,
more to certain materials than to others: old wooden structures,
old walls, rusty iron, earth, or materials that evolve with time or,
according to his expression, «time is caught in the trap of matter.”
However, one should not hastily conclude that his abstract
painting derives from this. Here it is only about indications of his
art-driven sensibility, his artistic tastes. And although we believed
that in his first abstract paintings dating from 1946 we had noted
the connections with the motifs of his paintings executed during
adolescent period (landscapes of black and bare trees), Soulages
has never been inspired by them. Let us not forget that in 1946,
when he defined the track of his painting in advance by laying his
artistic foundations and preferences, this young artist was only
twenty-seven years old.

Furthermore, he would go to show genuine constancy in his
art-based affections: the affection for black and for his artistic
possibilities to create light, affection for materials that have or offer
some roughness.

Such painting work executed by Soulages, which after the
Liberation represented the discovery of black as color, is not
sorrowful. On the contrary, it gives rise to a robust optimism and a
vitality, a conquering force.

In recent years, it has become quite colored. Red and blue colors
intervene by their reflection as such. But, these colored surfaces
reject the rest of the picture in the night universe that is so
characteristic of Soulages. There is a difference between these
current dynamic pictures, with scattered shapes that seem to have
been fragmented into a space that establishes a counterpoint to
the structures being often violent pictures on one hand, and the
initial pictures done by of Soulages that are almost monochrome
and very static on the other hand.

The artistic craftsmanship of Soulages, really impressive, makes his
body of work one of the most marvelous painted works in context
of present art. But, the shock and emotion that we feel in front of
his works, prove that there is something else in addition to the very
skillfully and artistically executed pictures; in other words, we are
talking about pictures made by Soulages that possess and show
original and specific artistic features of their author. It is fortunate
that an artist with such a strong temperament is also so technically
gifted. Hence, the pictures executed artistically by Soulages are
so convincing because of the perfect conformity of their painting
technique with their poetic power.

Henry MOORE (1898 - 1986)

a symbol of humanity’s monumentalization

Henry Spencer Moore (1898 - 1986) was born in the small mining
town of Castleford, Yorkshire, United Kingdom. He is regarded as
a founder of British modernism, and at the same time is the most
significant and most famous representative of the post-war British
sculptor renaissance. Herbert Read even insists on extra precision
in determining modernism in United Kingdom, determining it,
according to Moore, as “vitalism.” Namely, it was Moore who spoke
about the vitality and power of artistic articulation (expression):

“For me, the work, in the first place, must possess its own vitality. In
doing so, | do not think that vitality is a reflection of life, movement,
physical action, playfulness, dancing figures, etc., but that the work
can possess its own energy, its own intense life, independent of the
object or idea it represents. [...] Between the beauty of expression
and the power of expression, there is a difference in the very
function as such. The former aims at satisfying the senses, while
the latter has spiritual vitality which, in my opinion, is moving and
penetrating much deeper than the senses.”

In the body of work of Moore, the diverse art influences from the
iconographic art - Egyptian, Mexican and African sculptures - to the
formal art - Jacob Epstein, Jacques Lipchitz, Joan Miro and, above
all, Pablo Picasso, are indisputable. However, while the impacts are
required and necessary, regardless of the level of development of
one’s art career, the real question concerns the outcome of those
influences in conjunction with personal affinities, opportunities,
and abilities. Hence, the characteristic organic forms emerge
- which directly refer to nature - whose essential element, the
relationship between the empty and the full and additionally,
their outcome relative to space, determine the recognizability of
Moore’s entire work.

Perhaps the crucial period that determines and directs Moore’s
work was the war period, when Moore, in fact, assumed the
role of an official war painter, granted by Kenneth Clark, Chair of
War Artists Advisory Committee (WAAC) set up by the British
Government during the Second World War. The time spent in
London’s underground corridors, when they represented shelter
from the constant German bombardment of the city, defined his
artistic specific conveyance - quick sketching, the motif - lying or
sitting figures and the simple title of the work - mostly in direct
relation to the motif. During the Second World War, he made a
series of drawings of people hiding in the tunnels of the London
Underground Railway. At that time, he also worked on studies
of British miners, usually placed in front of the mining window
itself. The question - whether, and to what extent, the birth-line
memories in this period were most pronounced, because of the
overall traumatic atmosphere of the underworld, and because of
the physical/motional analogy of daily exhaustion - certainly has
its own logic.

However, it would probably be far more accurate to ascertain that
his work was the result of an elaborate study of the same motifs
throughout his entire life. Inthe early stage of his art production, the
influence of “primitive” art is noticeable, with the artist simplifying
and abstracting the form. In the fourth decade of the 20th century,
under strong impressions from the development of the Surrealist
movement, in context of his already established style expression,
he combined the figurative and the abstract. At the end of the
decade, he became politically active. His views and the relation
to the Spanish civil war, to the Second World War, and then to the
Cold War are clearly recognizable in his works - the characters are
disfigured, while the bodies are unified. What remains constant,
in spite of all the changes, technical and style-related, is the form
itself, and in this context the relationship to volume as well as the
permanent structural tension present in Moore’s works. After
all, as Herbert Read concludes as well, “the only clear distinction
is rather on the surface than in the mass, in the accent, but not in
the rhythm.” After the Second World War, Moore devoted himself
to the development of large-scale Shelter Drawings rendered in
public space, with the family as the dominant motif. There are
always exceptions, but Moore's artwork can be clearly traced
through the development of specific issues, some of which are
featured in the Osten art collection.

Besides the dominant analysis of the human figure, in individual
and group scenes, the anatomical studies of the animal world,
above all, domestic animals (horses, bulls, goats, sheep) are
prevailing, but also a motif that attracted the attention of Moore
- skull of an elephant. In this motif, especially when focusing on
details, Moore managed through fantasy to recognize the wider
picture emerging from nature - landscapes, caves, architecture...
Perhaps the most characteristic position of the motif, a lying figure
- which almost defines Moore’s recognizability - is represented by a
graphically styled variant, brought almost, to the shape of a stamp.
Especially when the architectural background is highlighted,
as part of the title of the whole series (A reclining figure with an
architectural background), the work becomes a real stamp of
the Moore’s motif conceived in its natural environment, in open
space and in relation to the overall surrounding. The work also
points to early art influence, especially those relating to Mexican
deities. Similar reflections are also caused by the print Violet torso
on orange stripes. Although originated from the series Shelter
Drawings, the work was done many years later (1967), along with
a whole series of lithographs in color, which, in turn, probably
speaks of Moore's attempt to give certain serenity to some past
turbulent times. In the series Shelter Drawings, there are two more
works dating from 1941 - Studies of Figures and Beds and Sleepers.
Typically for Moore's drawings, in a work that is often an idea of
sculpture, “unfinished” sketches are elaborated, while the forms
are more suggestive than being representations of human figures
and shapes, but also bones, shells and other forms of interest to the
artist. However, in the postwar period, when making of sculptures
in the public space played a dominant role in the life of Moore,
sculptural monumentality of the drawing itself is noticeable,
unlike the previously dominant analytical sketching. An example
from the Osten collection is the print A reclining figure and a sitting
and reading woman, dating from 1956. Probably one of the most
prevalent motifs in the work of Henry Moore, “Mother and Child,”
is represented in the Osten collection by a later version (1974)
where the sculptural solution prevails by the specific reduction of
the whole form to a level of a symbol, so characteristic of Moore.
As a symbol of his attitude towards man. Just as Henry Moore is
a symbol, not only of modernism, but also of humanity and the
desire for its enthronement and monumentalization.
